Playing Field Grants Program
This program is designed to assist the sport and recreation sector recover from
the COVID-19 pandemic and support the building and construction industry and
local jobs.

Improving the Playing Field offers financial assistance to upgrade amenities at
sporting facilities around Tasmania, allowing them to cater for all participants.
There is $10 million available to be distributed across a small and large grants
round, with $5 million allocated each year in 2020-21 and in 2021-22.
