The Children’s Memorial Pavilion is a shared facility for many families
and friends, and as such, the following guidelines will be enforced:

* Flowers, ornaments and other general keepsakes may be
left onsite for 14 days following intferment or memorial plagque
placement and following Christmas Day, Birthdays and the Easter
period.

 Families are asked to collect items prior to the conclusion of the 14
day period. Perishable items will be disposed of at this time.

* Non-perishable items will be removed and stored at the Cemetery
Office for a further 14 days where they can be collected. Items will
be disposed of following this period.

* No item to be affixed to the walls other than the designated
plague for each location. Such items will be removed immediately.
